DESCRIPTION OF THE ROAD ASSISTANCE SERVICES

1. DEFINITIONS

Event:

Any fact or incident which results in (i) preventing the safe movement of the
Vehicle that benefits from the Assistance service or (ii) preventing the
Lessee to use the Vehicle in compliance with traffic rules or (iii) Vehicle
immobilization.

As an illustration, the following may represent Events: accident, theft or
attempted theft or act of vandalism, robbery, fire, flood, weather
phenomena, mechanical / electrical / electronic / hydraulic failure, lack of
fuel, use of improper fuel, loss or theft of the keys of the Vehicle, explosion
of the tires, failure due to mounting of accessories / special equipment by
persons unauthorized / unaccepted by the manufacturer, malfunctions of
the alarm system, buttery jump starts, breakdown resulting of lack of
maintenance according to the mileage or recommendations of
manufacturer, etc.

Lessee:

Any person or entity that has signed a FSOLO/Contract with Lessor. With
regard to a legal entity, Lessee refers to the legal entity which signed the
contract and to the user / driver working for the entity or which is declared
by the entity as authorized driver, benefiting from the use of the Vehicle
receiving the Assistance service.

Beneficiary:

The beneficiary is the person benefiting from the Assistance service. It is
usually the driver of the Vehicle but each occupant of the Vehicle (within the
limit of the number of passengers specified in the Vehicle registration
certificate) is also a beneficiary of the Assistance service just like the
Lessee. Thus, the driver of the Vehicle and the occupants are Beneficiaries.

Residence:

It is usually the domicile or, where appropriate, residence of each
Beneficiary or the registered office of the Lessee entity or secondary
establishments of the Lessee.

Assistance Provider:

The Assistance Provider is the company with which the Lessor has signed
a collaboration agreement for the provision of the Assistance services
described below.

2. ROAD ASSISTANCE - PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

2.1.General conditions of the Road Assistance Products

The Lessor undertakes to provide all the services described below up to a

certain limitations per a year throughout the duration of the concluded

Contract.

Vehicles used to transport people and goods and which have a weight not
exceeding 3.5 T, rented or used under a FSOLO and registered in Bulgaria
by the Lessor.

2.1.3. The geographical warranty of the Assistance Service

The Lessor will ensure the provision of the services described herein in
Bulgaria and Europe.

2.2.Services in case of Events

Costs are guaranteed and paid by the Assistance Provider with whom the
Lessor has signed a cooperation agreement for the provision of Assistance
services.

All limit amounts include VAT.

2.2.1. Ensure repairs at the place of the Event in case of failure or repair of
minor damage (service up to 30 minutes )

Basic Assistance will be provided on the road edge for the malfunctions that
can be easily repaired on the road.

2.2.2. Towing Service

If the Vehicle for which the Assistance service is contracted can not be
repaired on the spot , the Assistance Provider offers, according to the
nature of the Event occurred, the towing of the Vehicle to:

- the nearest dealer (or agent) of the Vehicle brand that could remedy the
Vehicle,

- the nearest mechanical workshop established by the Lessor (or, if there
is no such workshop, to the nearest mechanical workshop of the brand),

- the nearest specialized network established by the Lessor.

The limit applicable to towing costs: no limitation for Bulgaria and abroad.

The costs are guaranteed and paid by Assistance Provider.

All additional costs (e.g. for lifting the Vehicle from a hole to the road, from
a ditch, channel, etc.) are also included in the service and will be incurred
and paid unlimitedly by the Assistance Provider.

The limit applicable for crane or specialized technique necessary for
recovering the car back on the road is maximum 400 EUR, VAT included.

2.2.3. Hypothesis 1: Returning home or continuation of the trip

2.2.3.1. If the Vehicle can not be repaired within one day and the Event
takes place at a maximum distance of 80 km from the Residence of any
Beneficiary (driver of the Vehicle and / or its passengers), the Assistance
Provider will organize the return home of the concerned Beneficiary by taxi.

2.2.3.2. If the Vehicle cannot be repaired within one day (24 hours) and the
Event takes place at a distance of more than 80 km from the Residence of
any Beneficiary (driver of the Vehicle and / or its passengers), the
Assistance Provider will organize the return home of the respective
Beneficiaries by plane, economy class (flights within the country are
limited), bus or train

Limits:

- for airplane in Bulgaria, limit is maximum 300 EUR per person, including
all taxes and fees;

- for airplane for abroad, limit is maximum 350 EUR per person, including
all taxes and fees;

- for bus or train, limit is maximum 1% class ticket.

Each Beneficiary will choose the means of transport by which to return to

her/his Residence, depending on the availability of transportation means

and provided that the return is achieved in the shortest time from the

occurrence of the Event.

The Assistance provider will organize a rent-a-car /same category as
breakdown vehicle/ for the duration of the repair, with maximum limit 3
calendar days in Bulgaria, and 3 days for abroad countries.

Limit:

- 70 EUR per day, VAT included, for territory of Bulgaria and 80 EUR per
day, VAT included for abroad;

- fuel and other expenses are not covered.

2.2.6. Transport connections

The Assistance Provider will ensure the transport of the Beneficiaries from

the place of the Event to the nearest place from where they can continue

their journey or return home (e.g. railway station, airport, car loan agency,

etc.) or to the place where they will be accommodated if they choose this

option.

The Assistance Provider warrants for all costs arising from the need to

ensure the transport of the Beneficiaries between two different reserve

transport means or between accommodation place and the transport

means.

Limit:

- up to maximum 50 EUR, VAT included.

2.2.7. Repatriation of the Vehicle from abroad

If the vehicle can be repaired abroad and the duration of repairs exceed 3
days, airplane tickets (economy class) for one person, responsible for
bringing back the repaired vehicle will be covered or Assistance Provider
will cover the expenses for repatriation of the vehicle to home address (if
the price does not exceed expenses for train, bus or airplane tickets).

Limits:
- up to maximum 350 EUR, VAT included.

2.2.8. Services in case of lack of fuel

In case of lack of fuel the Assistnace provider will provide to the Recipient
the quantity of fuel necessary to drive the car to the nearest gas station.
The Assistance provider will be liable for the expenses (with no limit) of
transportation of the fuel to the place of the breakdown.

Only the cost of fuel is payable directly by the Recipient.
2.2.9. Services in case of malfunction due to lack of maintenance

If the Lessor can prove that the malfunction resulted from lack of
maintenance according to manufacturer's recommendations, then the
Lessor will be entitled to charge the Lessee for the costs of the Assistance
services.
